Strand 1: Information Literacy

Use strategies for locating, selecting, organizing, understanding, evaluating, using and producing
information
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Use skills, resources, and tools to inquire, think critically and
gain knowledge,

Use skills, resources and tools to draw conclusions, make
informed decisions, create new knowledge and apply
knowledge to new  situations, and,
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Use skills, resources and tools to create and share work that
expresses and demonstrates new understandings

Standard One refers to what the learner needs to Locate . But knowing
what the learner needs also helps the Learning Leader to focus on the
kinds of materials s/he will need to have ready, what direction to give
and what skill help the learner may need. There are nine defined
indicators that provide evidence the learner is moving toward meeting
the standard .

A Standard 1 - Indicator 1: Apply prior knowledge to new learning I
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What does the student know about the
topic in general?

What will the student read in order to
decide on a topic for research?

How much time will be set aside for
topic exploration?
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A Indicator 1: To apply prior knowledge to new learning might be based
on what was already studied in class. For example, the student has

been studying about early European explorers and must do a
research topic about one.
